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The Trail of Thai Royalty honors Thailand’s longest-reigning and most beloved monarch, His
Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej (King Rama IX), and his royal family. Fourteen historic sites
across the United States are connected to His Majesty’s family. Eleven of these sites have been
marked with commemorative plaques that share their story—expressing gratitude and respect to a
King who dedicated his life to the development of Thailand and the well-being of all Thai people.



His Majesty was born during the royal family’s second stay in the United States, while Prince
Mahidol of Songkla was studying medicine at Harvard University and Princess Mother
Sangwan was pursuing studies in home economics and nursing. Prince Mahidol, a son of King
Chulalongkorn (Rama V) and Queen Savang Vadhana, was the first Thai royal to study in the
United States and became known as the Father of Modern Medicine and Public Health of Thailand.
The Princess Mother, born a commoner, received a royal scholarship from Queen Savang Vadhana
to study nursing abroad. It was in Boston in 1918 that Miss Sangwan Talapat first met her future
husband, Prince Mahidol.

Ten of the Trail’s historic sites are listed on a bronze plaque at The Birthplace Monument in King
Bhumibol Adulyadej Square, Harvard Square, Cambridge. Seven of these sites feature
individual plaques with historical inscriptions located in Gloucester, Cambridge, Brookline, and
Martha’s Vineyard.

The Trail fosters international friendship, offers Thai visitors a warm sense of welcome, and reminds
residents of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts of their enduring tradition of hospitality and global
friendship.



Centennial of Prince Mahidol’s Arrival in Gloucester, Massachusetts

August 27, 2016, marked the 100th anniversary of His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of
Songkla’s arrival in Gloucester, Massachusetts. Prince Mahidol came to the United States to study
Public Health at the Harvard School of Public Health (then known as the Harvard-MIT School of
Health Officers or Harvard-Technology School of Public Health).

During his stay in Gloucester, Prince Mahidol resided at the Hotel Moorland, located near the
former Headquarters of the Siamese Legation at 3 Page Street — one of the historic sites along
the Trail of Thai Royalty that the King of Thailand Birthplace Foundation (KTBF) has
commemorated with a historical plaque.

This historic occasion commemorated His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla and
celebrated the enduring relationship between Massachusetts and Thailand. As part of the 2016
event, “Celebrating the Legacy of His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla: A Century of
Progress in Public Health and Medicine in Thailand,” the King of Thailand Birthplace
Foundation (KTBF) added a new site to the Trail of Thai Royalty—honoring a place where Prince
Mahidol stayed in 1916: The Hotel Moorland, located at 85 Atlantic Road, Gloucester,
Massachusetts, now known as the Gloucester Inn by the Sea.

With this addition, the Trail now encompasses eleven historic sites, of which eight have received
individual plaques featuring historical narratives that highlight the royal family’s connection to each
location.
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The King Birthplace Monument in Cambridge, Massachusetts

The King Birthplace Monument, located at King Bhumibol Adulyadej of Thailand Square in
Cambridge, Massachusetts, marks the beginning of the Trail of Thai Royalty. The monument
features a list of historic sites along the Trail, inviting visitors to follow the route and learn more
about His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej’s family history and their connection to the United
States.
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Research Background

The information presented in this Trail of Thai Royalty is based on Cholthanee Koerojna and
Mana Sanguansook’s ongoing research on the lives of Prince Mahidol of Songkla and Princess
Mother Srinagarindra in Massachusetts, conducted since the year 2000. Her research draws upon
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numerous sources, including books by Her Royal Highness Princess Galyani Vadhana (Mae-
Lour-Hai-Fung and Chao-Chai-Lek-Lek-Yu-Wa-Krasat), Glad Adventure by Dr. Francis B. Sayre,
Somdej Ya, and Massachusetts by Nimitr Namchai, as well as many additional Thai-language
books, documentaries, and archival materials from historical societies in Massachusetts,
Connecticut, Vermont, and New Hampshire.

THE HOTEL MOORLAND

85 ATLANTIC ROAD, BASS ROCKS, GLOUCESTER

This hotel, previously The Hotel Moorland, the 300-room, 5-story summer hotel,
was built around 1897 and destroyed by fire on October 29, 1958. The Moorland
was a great center of summer entertainment.

Prince Mahidol of Thailand and Phya Chanindra, a government officer of
Thailand arrived in Gloucester on Sunday August 27, 1916, on the 5:42 pm train
from Boston. He occupied a suite at the Moorland before beginning public
health studies at Harvard University in September.

Prince Mahidol, the first Thai royal to study in the USA, was a son of King
Chulalongkorn and Queen Savang Vadhana and was the father of the two kings,
Rama VIIl and Rama IX.

1) The Hotel Moorland
85 Atlantic Road, Bass Rocks, Gloucester, Massachusetts

The Hotel Moorland, a five-story, 300-room summer hotel, was built around 1897 and became one
of Gloucester’s leading centers of summer entertainment. The hotel was destroyed by fire on
October 29, 1958.



His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla and Phya Chanindra, a Thai government officer,
arrived in Gloucester on Sunday, August 27, 1916, on the 5:42 p.m. train from Boston. Prince
Mahidol occupied a suite at the Moorland before beginning his public health studies at Harvard

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2) Harding Cottage

3 Page Street, Bass Rocks, Gloucester, Massachusetts

The Harding Cottage, home of Emily Harding, served as the summer headquarters of the Siamese
(Thai) Legation in Washington, D.C.

His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla and his party arrived in Gloucester on August 27,
1916. While they resided at the nearby Hotel Moorland, Prince Mahidol spent much of his time at
this house before beginning his public health studies at Harvard University in September of that
year.
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3) 11 Hawthorn Street, Cambridge, Massachusetts

His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla of Siam (Thailand) resided in this house from 1916
to 1918 while pursuing his studies in public health at Harvard University. At that time, the house
was located at the corner of Brattle and Church Streets (45 Brattle Street), where it had originally
been built. The house was later moved to its present location on Hawthorn Street in 1926.
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4) 11 Story Street, Cambridge, Massachusetts

His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla of Siam (Thailand) moved into this house in 1918,
the year after it was built. He resided here during his public health and pre-medical studies at
Harvard University until 1919.

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5) 44 Langdon Street, Cambridge, Massachusetts

Between 1917 and 1927, this building served as the Siamese (Thai) Office of Educational Affairs,
which supervised Thai scholarship students studying in the United States. Staff from other
government offices also lived and worked here.

One of those students was Miss Sangwan Talapat, who would later marry Prince Mahidol of Songkla
and become Her Royal Highness the Princess Mother Srinagarindra. Having received a royal
scholarship from Queen Savang Vadhana to study nursing, Miss Sangwan arrived in Boston by train
from San Francisco with eight other students on the evening of September 21, 1918. She was
welcomed at the Boston train station by Prince Mahidol, who had come to greet the students and
escort them to the Brattle Inn, located at 48 Brattle Street. Miss Sangwan later moved to 44 Langdon
Street and stayed here until September 28.

From 1921 to 1927, this building also housed the Siamese Alliance (Siam Samakom) — the first
Thai student association in the United States, founded under Prince Mahidol’s leadership.
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6) 15 Berkeley Street, Cambridge, Massachusetts

Her Royal Highness the Princess Mother of Thailand (then Miss Sangwan Talapat) resided in this
house with the Williston family from September 1919 to April 1920. During this period, Miss
Sangwan was preparing to study nursing at Simmons College and at local hospitals under a royal
scholarship from Queen Savang Vadhana.

While staying with the family, Miss Sangwan studied arts and other general subjects with the two
Williston sisters, Emily and Constance, and attended Miss Edith Johnson’s Tutoring School.
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7) Mount Auburn Hospital, Parsons Surgical Wing

330 Mount Auburn Street, Cambridge, Massachusetts

Behind the tall second-floor windows of the Parsons Building lies the operating room where His
Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej of Siam (Thailand) was born on December 5, 1927. Prince
Bhumibol ascended the throne as King Rama IX in 1946, becoming the first monarch of any
nationality to be born in the continental United States.

The mother of the future king, née Miss Sangwan Talapat (later Her Royal Highness the Princess
Mother Srinagarindra), remained at the hospital for 21 days to nurse her royal son. At the time, the
hospital was known as Cambridge Hospital. She was studying at Simmons College, while her
husband, Prince Mahidol of Songkla, was enrolled at Harvard Medical School.

The attending physician at the royal birth was Dr. W. Stewart Whittemore. The four nurses who
assisted were Miss Frances Hackett (Mrs. Leslie H. Leighton), Mrs. Margaret E. Fay, Miss Ruth
Harrington, and Miss Mary Genevieve Weldon.
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8) 49 Cedar Road Belmont, Massachusetts

Her Royal Highness the Princess Mother of Thailand (then Miss Sangwan Talapat) stayed in this
house with the Kent family from July 1919 to September 1919, after becoming engaged to Prince
Mabhidol of Songkla. During this period, Miss Sangwan was preparing to study nursing at Simmons
College and at local hospitals under a royal scholarship from Queen Savang Vadhana.

Before moving to Belmont, Miss Sangwan lived with the Strong family in Hartford, Connecticut,
and studied at the Northwestern Grammar School from September 1918 to July 1919.

Prince Mahidol of Siam (Thailand) lived in one of the apartments
here from 1926 to 1928 with his wife and their young children:
Princess Galyani Vadhana, Prince Anandha (who was to become
King Rama VIll), and Prince Bhumibol Adulyade] (who was to
become King Rama IX). Prince Bhumibol was born at Mount
Auburn Hospital in Cambridge on 5 December 1927, the first
monarch to be born in the continental United States.

While fiving here Prince Mahidol graduated from Harvard
Medical School and the Princess Mother studied nursing and
household economics at Simmons College and local hospitals. In
July 1928 the family returned to Thailand.

Prince Mahidol was a son of King Chulalongkorn (Rama V) and

Queen Savang Vadhana. Prince Mahidol was the first Thal royal
to study in the USA.

9) 63 Longwood Avenue, Brookline, Massachusetts

His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla of Siam (Thailand) lived in the first floor apartments
here from 1926 to 1928 with his wife, Princess Mother Srinagarindra (then Princess Sangwan), and
their young children: Princess Galyani Vadhana, Prince Ananda Mahidol (later King Rama VIII),
and Prince Bhumibol Adulyadej (later King Rama IX).

Prince Bhumibol was born at Mount Auburn Hospital in Cambridge on December 5, 1927,
becoming the first monarch ever born in the continental United States.

While residing here, Prince Mahidol graduated from Harvard Medical School, and the Princess
Mother continued her studies in nursing and household economics at Simmons College and local
hospitals. In July 1928, the royal family returned to Thailand.

During the summer of 1926, His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla of Siam (Thailand)
stayed at this house with his wife, Princess Mother Srinagarindra, and their children: Princess
Galyani Vadhana (aged 3) and Prince Ananda Mahidol (aged 1), who would later become King
Rama VIII. At the time, Prince Mahidol was studying medicine at Harvard Medical School, while
the Princess Mother was studying nursing and household economics at Simmons College and local
hospitals.

This house was the summer residence of Dr. Francis Bowes Sayre, Professor at Harvard Law
School, who had served as Adviser in Foreign Affairs to King Vajiravudh (Rama VI) in Bangkok
(November 1923-September 1924) and later in Europe the following year. His Majesty King
Vajiravudh conferred upon Dr. Sayre the noble title “Phraya Kalyan Maitri.”

During the summer of 1927, His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla of Siam (Thailand)
stayed at this house — the home of Mrs. Elijah Cleveland — with his family: his wife Sangwan, the
future Princess Mother Srinagarindra, who was then expecting their second son, Prince Bhumibol
Adulyadej (later King Rama IX); their 4-year-old daughter Princess Galyani Vadhana; and their 2-
year-old son Prince Ananda Mahidol (later King Rama VIII).

At the time, Prince Mahidol was studying medicine at Harvard Medical School, while the Princess
Mother was studying nursing and home economics at Simmons College and at hospitals in Boston
and Cambridge.

This historic home, more than 100 years old, was tragically destroyed by fire on Friday evening,
December 20, 2024, resulting in a complete loss.

This is the historic site of The Glen House. Continuing a long tradition of hospitality in the Glen
area, this third hotel of the same name was a 40-room summer hotel, opened in 1901 and
destroyed by fire in 1924. The Glen House was among New England’s most popular resorts in the
Mount Washington region.

His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla and Princess Mother Srinagarindra (then Miss
Sangwan Talapat) stayed at this hotel with Dr. Kent’s family for a vacation from July 30 to
August 20, 1919, during their engagement. At that time, Prince Mahidol was studying Public
Health at the Harvard-MIT School for Health Officers, the institution that later became the
Harvard School of Public Health.

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13) The Summit House, Mount Washington Summit, New Hampshire

Mount Washington’s summit has long drawn visitors from around the world. On August 11, 1919,
His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla of Siam (Thailand) and his fiancée, Princess
Mother Srinagarindra (then Miss Sangwan Talapat), were guests at the Summit House, a hotel
once located at the mountain’s peak.

As the first Thai royal to study in the United States, Prince Mahidol was then attending the
Harvard-MIT School for Health Officers, now known as the Harvard T.H. Chan School of
Public Health.

During this vacation, the newly betrothed couple and their party traveled up Mount Washington by
horse-drawn buggy to the Halfway House and then continued on foot to the summit at 6,288 feet,
where they spent the night at the Summit House. The following day, they hiked down to the Glen
House, a tourist hotel once located at the base of Mount Washington.

14) Lake Placid, Ausable River, and the Adirondack Mountains, Essex County, New York

During the summer of 1919, His Royal Highness Prince Mahidol of Songkla and Miss Sangwan
Talapat (later Her Royal Highness the Princess Mother Srinagarindra) vacationed in Essex
County, New York, following their trip to Mount Washington, New Hampshire.

As recounted in the Thai book “Mae-Lou-Hai-Fung” (As Mother Told Me) by Her Royal Highness
Princess Galyani Vadhana, the only daughter of Prince Mahidol and Princess Sangwan:

“On August 20, 1919, Miss Sangwan Talapat traveled with the Kent family by car from New
Hampshire to Vermont. They drove their car onto a ferry crossing Lake Champlain on their way to
New York State, where they spent their vacation at Lake Placid, a well-known tourist destination.
Prince Mahidol joined them there, and they enjoyed excursions to the Ausable River, Lake Placid,
the Adirondack Mountains, and several other lakes in New York State. After this vacation, Prince
Mabhidol accompanied Princess Sangwan back to Boston”.

This peaceful vacation in the scenic Adirondack Mountains and Lake Placid region of Essex
County was one of the most memorable moments shared by the royal couple before their marriage
later that year. It reflected the prince’s appreciation for nature and health, and his deep bond with
Princess Mother Sangwan, whose partnership would later contribute profoundly to the
advancement of medicine and public health in Thailand.

Birthplace Monument

In 2003, KTBF installed the King Bhumibol Adulyadej (Rama IX) Birthplace Monument
at King Bhumibol Adulyadej Square in Cambridge, Massachusetts, as a gift to the city in
commemoration of His Majesty’s 76th birthday. The monument has become a landmark of Thai
American friendship, where visitors from both nations gather to express love and respect for His
Majesty and to feel a lasting connection to Thailand.

The King of Thailand Birthplace Memorial Fund at Mount Auburn Hospital

After His Majesty’s passing in 2016, the King of Thailand Birthplace Foundation (KTBF)
and Mount Auburn Hospital jointly established the $100,000 King of Thailand Birthplace
Memorial Fund to assist underprivileged mothers and families delivering their babies at Mount
Auburn Hospital.

The fund provides essential items and support — including diapers, car seats, transportation to
and from the hospital, and other necessary supplies — ensuring that every newborn receives care
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with compassion and dignity in the same hospital where His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej was
born.

Cultural Exchange

The KTBF Cultural Exchange Program, initiated in 1999, brings together students from
Thailand and the United States to promote mutual understanding through art, culture, and education.
Thai students have visited numerous schools in Massachusetts to share their traditions, while
American students have participated in reciprocal learning activities. The program continues to
foster meaningful cross-cultural collaboration.

Commitment to Medical and Public Health Advancement
Since 2016, KTBF has expanded its mission to support medical and public health
advancement in Thailand, notably through:
e The Medical and Public Health Symposium at Harvard Medical School, which unites
experts from Thailand and the United States to exchange knowledge and innovation.
e The Thai Scholars Fellowship Fund at the Harvard T.H. Chan School of Public Health,
which enables Thai professionals and students to pursue advanced studies in Boston.

Enduring Legacy

His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej is the only monarch born in the United States —
at Mount Auburn Hospital in Cambridge on December 5, 1927, during his family’s second stay
in America. At that time, Prince Mahidol of Songkla was studying medicine at Harvard
University, while Princess Mother Sangwan (later Princess Srinagarindra) studied home
economics and nursing at Simmons College under a scholarship from Queen Savang Vadhana.

Prince Mahidol, the son of King Chulalongkorn (Rama V) and Queen Savang Vadhana,
became the father of two Thai kings — Rama VIII and Rama IX — and was the first Thai royal
to study in the United States.

Since His Majesty’s passing on October 13, 2016, the Birthplace Monument has become a
revered site of remembrance, where people from around the world gather to honor and pay tribute to
the King. Many visitors feel that by visiting this site, they symbolically meet His Majesty in spirit at
his birthplace.
